 MISS CANAL WINCHESTER PEGGY WOOD SCHOLARSHIP 

PAGEANT RULES AND REGULATIONS 

 
 These rules are enforced at the sole discretion of the Miss Canal Winchester 

Peggy Wood Scholarship Pageant Committee. 

 

1. All contestants must be residents of the Canal Winchester School Districts. 

2. No contestant shall or ever have been pregnant. 

3. All Queens and Attendants are expected to represent the Canal Winchester Labor Day 

Pageant at the Canal Winchester Labor Day Festival.  The court will also attend 

various other functions to include the mandatory Krispy Kreme Donut sale, 

fundraisers and community service, throughout their reign, as requested by the 

Director and Pageant Staff. 

4. All Queens and Attendants are expected to ride in the Labor Day Parade. 

5. The scholarship awarded to the Miss Queen shall be used for higher education at an 

institute for credit beyond high school within a two-year period after graduation.  

If the scholarship award has not been used within that time, the funds shall revert to 

the scholarship fund.  Upon written request, a Queen may be granted special 

consideration from these time constraints; however, it shall be at the sole discretion of 

the Labor Day Committee to grant such a request. 

6. All Miss (Freshman – Senior) and Junior Miss (6
th

 – 8
th

 Grade) contestants are 

required to participate in the Judges interview. 

7. All contestants are expected to conduct themselves with poise and decorum at all 

times.  Smoking, drinking of alcoholic beverages, or use of any illegal substances at 

any time during their representation of Canal Winchester WILL result in loss of title 

and prize money.  Inappropriate displays of affection are also deemed unacceptable.   

8. These rules are only to serve as guidelines to appropriate behavior and are not 

inclusive.  The pageant committee will decide if any disciplinary action needs to be 

taken. 

9. FAILURE TO COMPLY WITH ANY RULES MAY RESULT IN THE LOSS 

OF YOUR TITLE, AS WELL AS ANY AWARDS YOU MAY HAVE
